· The meeting was called to order by Public Safety Director, Daryl Hatcher.  Mr. Hatcher opened the meeting by welcoming everyone and thanking them for their attendance.
· Mr. Hatcher introduced, Assistant County Administrator, Chris Whitlow.
· Mr. Whitlow discussed the budget status.  The County is working very hard to more sure Public Safety is not sacrificed.
· Daryl Hatcher, Director of Public Safety discussed the following:
· Capital Improvement Plan Budget regarding vehicles.
