· Chief Hatcher indicated that a new 5 year vehicle plan will be beginning soon.
· Chief Hatcher welcomed the following new Captains/Chiefs:  Janice Minnix (Boones Mill Rescue), Mike Turner (Cool Branch Rescue) and Ben Lamm (Henry Fire).
· Chief Hatcher discussed the following:

7) Platforms being placed at Philpott Lake to assist with water supply.
