SOMETIMES NICKNAMES AND 

SOMETIMES JUST INITIALS 

WERE USED). CHECK SPELLING 

VARIATIONS OF A LAST NAME, 

OR, YOU MAY OVERLOOK YOUR 

ANCESTORS.  

CENSUS RECORDS WERE 

MOSTLY DESTROYED IN 1890, 

HOWEVER, SOME VETERANS 

RECORDS ARE AVAILABLE FOR 

1890. 
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
